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The USDA Agricultural Marketing Service (AMS) finalized a new memorandum of
understanding with the Tobacco Tax and Trade Bureau (TTB) (formerly the Bureau of Alcohol,
Tobacco and Firearms (ATF)) on June 3, 2010. This agreement between the AMS and TTB
clarified and delineated the enforcement responsibilities of each agency with respect to the
labeling and advertising of alcohol beverages produced under the Organic Foods Production Act
of 1990 (OFPA) (P.L. 101-624, Title XXI, Organic Certification (1990)) and for other related
purposes.

Written approval from the certifying agent that issued the certificate to the handler must be
obtained prior to submitting organic labels to TTB. This written approval must state that the
product label(s) and corresponding certificates for the handling operation and all organic
ingredients are in compliance with National Organic Program (NOP) regulations.
